Joint Statement from First South Yorkshire Limited and the Transport and General Workers Union
Following lengthy negotiations between representatives of First South Yorkshire and the joint negotiating committee of the Transport and General Workers Union today (Monday 9th August 2004), a fully negotiated settlement has been agreed by both parties.

As a consequence of the progress announced today the T&G have recommended that industrial action be suspended from midnight tonight. Drivers will be balloted on the revised offer on Thursday 12th August 2004.

First bus services will therefore resume on Tuesday morning 10th August but customers are asked to be patient as both operation and engineering departments resume service. Drivers are being requested to return for normal duties or contact the company for details.
A spokesperson for the T&G commented “We are extremely pleased to reach agreement today and are strongly recommending that our members accept this offer.”
Gary Nolan, managing director of First’s bus operations in South Yorkshire added “I’m delighted we have agreed an offer today and am confident that this offer will be accepted and bring this dispute to an end.”
