Union Members Want A Political Voice

T&G votes to keep political fund
Transport and General Workers' Union members have voted in their thousands to retain their political voice, with 75 per cent voting "yes" to the T&G's Political Fund. Every ten years trade unions are obliged to ballot their members to ask if they want to keep their Political Fund.

Tony Woodley, T&G General Secretary said:

"Unions are not just about the individual benefits to members, but about what we achieve through our collective voice. This vote is a sound endorsement of the political campaigning I see as crucial to our existence.

"Today's vote will enable the T&G to campaign on the issues that matter to our members: winning dignity in retirement for all, fighting to end low pay, excellent public services and our major campaign for better employment rights." 


Notes: 102,824 members (75 percent of those casting a vote) voted yes to retain the T&G’s Political Fund.  34,065 members (25 percent of those voting) said no. Turnout was 19.5 percent of the T&G membership.
