Fighting for Longbridge

The T&G is fighting to save jobs and car manufacturing at Longbridge after the devastating news that MG Rover has been placed in administration.

General secretary Tony Woodley - who led the successful fight to save the Birmingham plant from closure five years ago - warned that the last thing needed was "another supermarket on the site of a car plant".

An immediate lifeline was secured after lobbying led by the T&G secured government assistance of £6.5 million per week to keep the company from collapse while efforts were made to re-open stalled talks with potential buyer Shanghai Automotive (SAIC).

This headed off the prospect of the administrator making 5,300 immediate redundancies at the plant.

The T&G, working closely with the government, will continue to do everything possible to sustain jobs and the future of vehicle manufacturing at Longbridge.
