Union Wins Members £72m Compensation

More than £72 million was won in compensation last year for members of the Transport and General Workers' Union involved in work-related accidents and injuries, it has been announced today.

More than 12,000 cases were taken on behalf of workers by the union, which said it had now won £1.65 billion in compensation since it was founded in 1922.

"Every penny of those awards has gone to the members, and quite rightly so," said Tony Woodley, the union's general secretary.
